Last Name, First name of author. Title of Book. Publisher, Year.

Example: Isaacs, William. Dialogue and the Art of Thinking Together. Doubleday, 1999.

Work in an Anthology or Chapter in a Book

Last Name, First name of author. “Title of Article/Chapter/Story.” Title of Book/Collection, edited by Editor Name(s), Publisher,
Year, pp. # - #.

Example: Severino, Carol. “Avoiding Appropriation.” ESL Writers: A Guide for Writing Center Tutors. 2™ ed.,
edited by Shanti Bruce and Ben Rafoth, Boynton/Cook, 2009, pp. 51-65.

Journal Article from an Online Database

Last Name, First name of author. “Title of Article.” Title of Journal, vol. #, no. #, Date of Publication, pp. # - #. Title of Database,
URL or DOI.

Example: Addison, Joanne, and Sharon James McGee. “Writing in High School/Writing in College: Research
Trends and Future Directions.” College Composition and Communication, vol. 62, no. 1,
Sept. 2010, pp. 147-179. JSTOR, http://www.jstor.org/stable/27917889.

Work from a Website

“Title of Web page.” Name of Website, Publisher (only if different from the site title), Date of Publication or Update, URL. Date
of access (only if the site is not dated).

Example: “Martin Luther King, Jr.” history.com, 2009, https://www.history.com/topics/black-history/martin-
luther-king-jr/.

YouTube

Last Name, First name of author (if different from uploader). “Title of Video.” YouTube, uploaded by Channel Name, Date of
Publication, URL.

Example: “DOVE® Chocolate — Each and Every Day: 90.” YouTube, uploaded by Dove Chocolate, 22 Aug. 2016,
https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=3sFSelSVFlo.

In-text Citations

(Author Page) Style: Smith spoke about....(93). OR Paraphrased /“quoted material”...(Smith 93).
No Author: Use the first word in the entry of the works cited page instead of a last name, then the page number

No page number: Label them as best you can (lines for poems, paragraphs, etc.) or omit the page number (websites)
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
