SUBJECT: Criteria for award inclusion at the SU Honors Convocation

MOTION:  
Awards included in the SU Honors Convocation should be academic focused and require the demonstration of academic excellence as demonstrated by a minimum 3.0 GPA.  This criteria will apply to all current awards and future proposed awards.

Amendments made at the meeting:

JUSTIFICATION: 
Over 125 awards are recognized at honors convocation. While this event is considered an academic recognition ceremony, there has not been a required GPA established for awards and there are some awards that are not academically focused.  

In addition, there is a possibility that new awards will be established following the capital campaign associated with the College of Health and Human Services and other funding initiatives. It will be difficult to manage ceremony time and add new awards without revising the current award list.  

Therefore, the honors convocation committee (HCC) has identified the need to establish required criteria for all current and future awards to ensure that awards have an academic focus and meet the standard of academic excellence as demonstrated by a GPA of at least a 3.0.  

ANTICIPATED IMPACT:
Negative:

Any eliminated award can still be given by the school or program, which could be awarded during a separate ceremony organized by the respective school or program.
