I. Will Classrooms be marked for students (and faculty) for physical distancing?

III. Concern over f2f-only classes for students who can’t be f2f.
A. Department Chairs and Dean are helping support faculty and students using flexible course waivers/ program exceptions (authorized by USM, SU, and SU Admin)
B. As long as learning outcomes are being met, remote instruction is a viable alternative.
C. IT/IDD Camera Teams to help SU Faculty record, deliver, and manage content; potential process being developed now
D. Faculty concern about academic dishonesty in non-f2f classes
E. What about students who want non-f2f classes, but are non-documented w.r.t. accommodations?  Are there legal concerns about this?

IV. General Education
A. Committee voted to senate send model to Faculty Senate 
B. The model has already been shared with some departments already for preliminary review
C. Deliberation and discussion about General Education models amongst shared governance groups
D. COMAR requirements are in the model, as well as First Year Seminar, Civic and Community Engagement, Environmental Sustainability, and D&I course requirement
E. Used past fill rates from past semesters to inform the model of how the new Gen Ed model would impact course distribution
F. Approximately 60 sections of changeschanged  (approximately 40% changes occur in Henson and 60% in Fulton)
G. Parsed out portions of the model which could be presented across several in sessions which could be held for discussion (special sessions for FS)
H. Preliminary roll-out plans are being developed
I. Campus Climate study coming out this fall - should inform the model
J. Need to create a timeline for Gen Ed Discussionsdiscussions, sessions, up to the vote with M&E
K. Will there be an effect on the new Gen Ed model from the petitioned Allall-faculty Faculty vote for a stand-alone D&I?
