a Diversity, Inclusion, and Equity general education course series (of 2 to 3 courses) requirement

JUSTIFICATION: 

The senate would like to support the leadership of several schools – our faculty - across campus that are exploring how to incorporate more courses that address diversity and inclusion into their curriculum in response to students’ calls and need for a curriculum that systemically addresses diversity and inclusion.

Moreover, the concerns raised by the faculty, staff, and students at SU about the campus’ response to recent acts of vandalism, as well as SU’s history, suggest that a diversity general education requirement should be considered as a separate curricular change option in addition to any wholesale changes to general education.
